COMES NOW defendant and states:


1.  I realize that I have a right under the Constitution of the United States and the Constitution of the State of Iowa to a speedy trial.


2.  I realize that I also have a right to a speedy trial under Iowa Rule of Criminal Procedure 2.33, which provides, in part:

It is the public policy of the state of Iowa that criminal prosecutions be concluded at the earliest possible time consistent with a fair trial to both parties.

If a defendant indicted for a public offense has not waived the defendant’s right to a speedy trial the defendant must be brought to trial within 90 days after indictment is found or the court must order the indictment to be dismissed unless good cause to the contrary be shown.

3.  I am also aware that this rule is applicable to a trial information and that the 90-day period runs from the date the information is filed.


4.  I voluntarily waive and give up my right to a speedy trial and I agree that the trial may be postponed until a date scheduled by the Court.  I reserve the right to withdraw this waiver by written notice to the Court and to the State of Iowa and I understand that I would then have a right to be tried within ninety (90) days from the date of that withdrawal.
